She had to marry her loved one today, and be together for as long as
they could, because tomorrow might never come,

Just like Jane, human beings seize the day out of fear. But to stop
there makes us no better than animals. Because other animals, when
driven by fear, are also capable of “seizing the day”. Fish travel an
arduous journey to lay eggs, the ants form a ball and roll themselves
out of the fire so as to continue the species.

The difference is that humans not only survive by reacting to
external conditions, we thrive by pursuing our faith. For Jane,
her faith expressed itself in her love and care for Stephen. As they
couldn’t afford a live-in nurse, Jane stayed up most of the night in
case anything should happen to him. After Stephen lost his voice,
Jane read each alphabet letter for him, so that he could blink his eyes
to choose the letter and eventually put together a word. Jane had
become a wife, a housemaid and a doctor at the same time. For her,
their marriage was never just about survival, it was a brave battle
against fate.

Ladies and Gentlemen, Shakespeare once said, what fates impose,
that men must needs abide. But Jane and Stephen proved him
wrong, as their marriage lasted for decades instead of a few years,
confounding all expectations. It's true that Jane couldn’t choose
the time she lived in, just as Stephen Hawking could never escape
from his physical conditions, but they sealed the fate with their own
choice, they chose to love, to live, to seize the day. And if they could,
we can.
